Child Care Resource and Referral (CCR&R) ˈ Parents can get information on local quality child care, a 

facilityôs star rating, staff education, location, hours, and what age children they care for.  CCR&R also 

assists child care providers in becoming licensed and offers training and support to established providers.  

Expansion of Child Care Subsidy ˈ Provides funds to help more families afford quality child care so     

parents can work or attend school. Also provides funds to help child care facilities maintain their level of 

quality. 

Professional Development Incentives ˈ Provides incentives to child care providers to encourage profes-

sional development, provide increased compensation, and promote employment longevity.   

Expanded Resources for Child Care through Incentives ˈ Provides incentives to child care providers to 

expand operating hours and to provide shift care and weekend care. 

Parent and Child Enrichment Program ˈ Parenting information and support given to families.  Fun     

opportunity for parents and children to learn together. 

Child Care Quality Coordination ˈ Works with regulated child care facilities to improve their star rating 

by providing intensive, on-site technical assistance.

Even children with one or two 

working parents earning $44,100 a year or more may 

qualify. The program also covers children living with 

grandparents, other family or friends.  

Health Check is North Carolina's Medicaid program 

for children age birth to five. Health Choice is health 

insurance for school-age children of working families 

who don't qualify for Health Check (Medicaid), but 

who may not be able to afford private insurance. For 

additional information or to apply for either of these 

programs, call the NC Family Health Resource Line 

at 1-800-367-2229, contact the Caswell County    

Department of Social Services at 694-4141, or visit 

the NC Healthy Start Foundation website.                       

  Medical Home and               

Well-Child Check -Ups  

A Medical Home is the one place you 

can take your child for all your child's health 

needs such as check-ups, sick visits, immuniza-

tions (shots), accidents or special health needs. 

A Medical Home can be a doctor's office, a 

community clinic or a local health department. 

It is where the staff knows you, your child, and 

your child's health history. Avoid the long wait 

of an emergency room and call your medical 

home when your child is sick.

Allow many chances to be with other children.  

Help your child learn to manage personal needs 

and dress himself. Give lots of praise and support! 

Give chances to explore, be creative, use problem 

solving, and ask him what he thinks and feels. 

Listen to your child, encourage her to tell you 
what she needs, provide chances to draw and 

write, and read to your child every day! 

Take your child to new places.  Provide puzzles 

and games to learn about shapes and patterns. 

Help your child understand behavioral limits and 

rules.  Make expectations clear and be consistent.

ƴ A birth certificate showing your child turns five on or before 

August 31 

ƴ A Kindergarten Assessment Report (a physical signed by a doc-

tor) 

ƴ A shot record from a doctor or health department. These are the 

required shots: 

Å Diptheria, Tetanus and  Pertussis (DTP-DtaP or DT) 

Å Polio vaccine (IPV or OPV) 

Å Measles, Mumps and Rubella (MMR) 

Å Haemophilus Influenza (Hib) 

Å Hepatitis B
